Questions for Reflection: Next Sunday’s Readings
(see box above)

1. In the First Reading, Elisha follows God’s inspiration in spite
of the costs that might arise. We are often afraid of following
God because we think He will ask too much of us. We even
use this as an excuse not to try. What “small things” God asks
of you have you been struggling to carry out? What steps can
you take to be more responsive to God’s call on your life?

2. God our Father is not a demanding taskmaster. He is full of
love and kindness toward you. The Psalm says He promises
us “fullness of joys” and “delights.” Do you view God the Father
as loving, kind, and merciful - or as a demanding taskmaster?
How can having the correct image of our heavenly Father be a
source of joy and delight to you and others?

3. In the Letter to the Galatians, St. Paul asks us to “serve one
another through love.” What practical steps can you take to
respond to God’s call by serving your brothers and sisters in
Christ in your parish?

4. St. John of the Cross wrote that when the evening of this
life comes, we will be judged on love. Imagine you have only a
few months to live. Are you satisfied with your progress in
loving God and the people in you life? In what ways can you
increase your response to God’s call to love?

5. The Gospel reiterates a point from the first reading, that we
should obey God’s call rather than follow our own will. In
practice, however, we often act as if God needs to
accommodate Himself to what we have already decided. What
things can you do (such as asking God’s will first rather than
just deciding on your own) to allow God, through the guidance
of the Holy Spirit, to become more involved in your decision-
making?
